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Abstract

      The purpose of this paper is to offer an initial view of the mortgage credit market performance in Russia. In accordance with that purpose the interrelated tasks that have been investigated in the research paper are the historical aspects of the formation of mortgage and the contemporary situation. Furthermore, the mortgage lending extension by one of the leading domestic operators and the investigation of the debatable questions about the formation of mortgage lending in            Russia has been examined together with ways of solving them. The paper is focused on the mortgage programs implemented by Russian Sberbank. Methodologically the research work is based on current regulations of economic theories, systematic and social analysis, as well as ideas and regulations of governmental legislation that regulate the mortgage lending market in Russia.  In order to solve the defined problem and achieve the goal, a system of mutually complementary research methods was used: methods of systematic analysis, methods of cause-effect analysis, methods of comparative analysis, and methods of structure analysis. A significant part is dedicated to analysis of scientific-technical base of mortgage lending market establishment and performance in Russia. Our analysis reveals three basic conclusions that have to be satisfied in order to further develop the market. These conditions refer to adequate long-term finance resources, clients who can verifiably repay debt, and legal opportunity to use habitation for mortgage.
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
